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Public relations (PR) is the actions of a corporation, store, government, individual, etc., in
promoting goodwill between itself and the public, the community, employees, customers, etc.

An earlier definition of public relations, by The first World Assembly of Public Relations
Associations, held in Mexico City, in August 1978, was “the art and social science of analyzing
trends, predicting their consequences, counseling organizational leaders, and implementing
planned programs of action, which will serve both the organization and the public interest.” Others
define it as the practice of managing communication between an organization and its publics.

The European view of public relations notes that besides a relational form of interactivity
there is also a reflective paradigm that is concerned with publics and the public sphere; not only
with relational, which can in principle be private, but also with public consequences of
organizational behaviour. A much broader view of interactive communication using the Internet,
as outlined by Phillips and Young in Online Public Relations Second Edition (2009), describes the
form and nature of Internet-mediated public relations. It encompasses social media and other
channels for communication and many platforms for communication such as personal computers
(PCs), mobile phones and video game consoles with Internet access. The in- creasing use of the
mentioned technologies give the media a democratisation power and thus, aid to the
demystification of subjects.

Public relations is used to build rapport with employees, customers, investors, voters, or
the general public. Almost any organization that has a stake in how it is portrayed in the public
arena employs some level of public relations. There are a number of public relations disciplines
falling under the banner of corporate communications, such as analyst relations, media relations,
investor relations, internal communications and labor relations. Most of them include the aspect of
peer review to get liability.

WHAT IS HEALTH?

Health is the level of functional or metabolic efficiency of a living being. In humans, it is
the general condition of a person's mind, body and spirit, usually meaning to be free from illness,
injury or pain. The World Health Organization (WHO) defined health in its broader sense in 1946
as "a state of complete physi- cal, mental, and social well-being and not merely the absence of
disease or in- firmity." Although this definition has been subject to controversy, in particular as
lacking operational value and because of the problem created by use of the word "complete”, it
remains the most enduring. Classification systems such as the WHO Family of International
Classifications, including the International Classification of Functioning, Disability and Health
(ICF) and the International Classification of Diseases (ICD), are commonly used to define and
measure the components of health.

The maintenance and promotion of health is achieved through different combination of
physical, mental, and social well-being, together sometimes re- ferred to as the "health triangle".
The WHO's 1986 Ottawa Charter for Health Promotion further stated that health is not just a state,
but also "a resource for everyday life, not the objective of living. Health is a positive concept
emphasizing social and personal resources, as well as physical capacities.”

Systematic activities to prevent or cure health problems and promote good health in humans
are undertaken by health care providers. Applications with re- gard to animal health are covered
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by the veterinary sciences. The term "healthy" is also widely used in the context of many types of
non-living organizations and their impacts for the benefit of humans, such as in the sense of
healthy communities, healthy cities or healthy environments. In addition to health care interven
tions and a person's surroundings, a number of other factors are known to influence the health
status of individuals, including their background, lifestyle, and economic and social conditions;
these are referred to as "determinants of health™.

Generally, the context in which an individual lives is of great importance for his health
status and quality of life. It is increasingly recognized that health is maintained and improved not
only through the advancement and application of health science, but also through the efforts and
intelligent lifestyle choices of the individual and society. According to the World Health
Organization, the main determinants of health include the social and economic environment, the
physi- cal environment, and the person's individual characteristics and behaviors.

More specifically, key factors that have been found to influence whether people are healthy
or unhealthy include: Income and social status, social support networks, education and literacy,
employment/working conditions, social environments, physical environments, personal health
practices and coping skills, healthy child development, biology and genetics, health care services,
gender, culture.

An increasing number of studies and reports from different organizations and contexts
examine the linkages between health and different factors, including lifestyles, environments,
health care organization, and health policy.

The concept of the "health field", as distinct from medical care, emerged from the Lalonde
report from Canada. The report identified three interdependent fields as key determinants of an
individual's health. These are:

Lifestyle: the aggregation of personal decisions (i.e., over which the individual has control)
that can be said to contribute to, or cause, illness or death;

Environmental: all matters related to health external to the human body and over which the
individual has little or no control;

Biomedical: all aspects of health, physical and mental, developed within the human body
as influenced by genetic make-up.

Focusing more on lifestyle issues and their relationships with functional health, data from
the Alameda County Study suggested that people can improve their health via exercise, enough
sleep, maintaining a healthy body weight, limiting alcohol use, and avoiding smoking.] The ability
to adapt and to self manage have been suggested as core components of human health.

The environment is often cited as an important factor influencing the health status of
individuals. This includes characteristics of the natural environment, the built environment, and
the social environment. Factors such as clean water and air, adequate housing, and safe
communities and roads all have been found to contribute to good health, especially to the health of
infants and children. Some studies have shown that a lack of neighborhood recreational spaces
including natural environment leads to lower levels of personal satisfaction and higher levels of
obesity, linked to lower overall health and well being. This suggests that the positive health
benefits of natural space in urban neighborhoods should be taken into account in public policy and
land use.

Genetics, or inherited traits from parents, also play a role in determining the health status
of individuals and populations. This can encompass both the predisposition to certain diseases and
health conditions, as well as the habits and behaviors individuals develop through the lifestyle of
their families. For example, genetics may play a role in the manner in which people cope with
stress, either mental, emotional or physical.

Achieving and maintaining health is an ongoing process, shaped by both the evolution of
health care knowledge and practices as well as personal strategies and organized interventions for
staying healthy.

As conference season has started and LIS (Library and Information Science) people,
in particular new professionals, are starting to look at how they could attend events despite the
costs, | thought it would be a good time to share some tips for applying for bursaries and
sponsored places to events. This is based on my fairly recent experiences of winning a
sponsored full place to attend Umbrella 2011 and also helping to judge the applications for a
sponsoredplacetoaconference lastyear.

So, you’ve found a conference you really want to attend, but you don’t think your
workplace will be able to finance it - or perhaps you’re a student, temporary worker or
currently unemployed and would need to fund yourself. Where should you look to find
opportunities to apply for bursaries or sponsored places? Mailing lists are a really good place to
find them; they are generally advertised here. In the UK, the LIS*-LINK, LIS-AWARDS and
LIS-PROFESSION are good ones to keep an eye on. You’ll often see them Tweeted as well;
follow the Twitter accounts of your local CILIPzbranch, Special Interest Groups and CILIPInfo.
Opportunities will often be posted on the LISNPN forums so, it’s worth checking those too, as well
as the webpages for your local CILIP branch and the Special Interest Groups of which you are
member, and of course those of any other professional associations you are a part of, such as
SLA. Generally, you will need to be a member of the CILIP branch or Special Interest Group
to apply for the bursary, so this does necessitate being a member of CILIP. | have many
complaints about CILIP and their membership fees, but the opportunity to apply for
sponsored places is for me a benefit of being a CILIP member. If anyone reading this is aware
of sources for bursaries for LIS events which do not require a membership to the group or
association offering it, please do add a comment below for the benefit of those looking for them.

Once you’ve found a sponsored place or bursary that you want to apply for, the first thing to
do is to check that you are eligible. It sounds simple but do read the instructions carefully,
as it only wastes yours and others’ time if you turn out to not be eligible. As previously
mentioned, in my experience some kind of membership is usually required, and the
opportunity may be restricted to people in certain geographical areas or at certain points in their
career. It’s also helpful for those judging if you indicate your eligibility; this doesn’t have to be
in the actual application, but do state in your covering email or letter that you are a member of
the SIG/a member of the local branch/a new professional etc.

Similarly, take some time to read exactly what they are asking for in the application,
and address this clearly. Many will simply ask for a paragraph or a certain number of words on
why you want to attend and/or what the benefits of attendance will be for you, but others might
ask you to address two or three questions. Treat it like a job application where you need to go
through the person specification and explicitly indicate how you meet it; don’t just write a
very general paragraph if they have asked specific questions. Look for a word countand stick
to it if one is given!

In a similar vein, show that you have taken the time to find out what the conference
is about and have considered how this is suitable for you; address the theme of the
conference in your application and explain why you feel this makes the conference an ideal
or important one for you to attend. If a conference program is available, have a look at it
and pick out the specific sessions which you think would be most useful/ beneficial to you,
and refer to these in your application. This again shows that you have a genuine interest in
the themes and topics of this particular conference, and do not just want to goto “a
conference”.

Explain what the benefits of your attendance would be — to you, to your service/colleagues,
and to any other areas of the LIS community in which you are involved. It’s great that you’re
interested in the conference, but what the judges want to see is more than just interest, it’s the
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reasons why you are the person who would actually benefit most from it, the person to whom
the award wouldbe most useful.

Most bursaries/sponsored places have conditions attached; usually a write-up for
one of the group/branch’s publications. Mention this in your application to indicate that
you’ve registered the conditions and are willing and able to meet them. If there are no
conditions given in the guidelines, then mention your willingness to write up your reflections
or share them in any other ways that would be useful. This demonstrates your appreciation of the
opportunity and your understanding of the importance of sharing learning and outcomes
from events with your peers.

Once your application is finished (and proofread and spell-checked!), it’s a good idea
to send it in advance of the deadline, just in case the person collating the applications has
any problems opening your document.

My final tip is to just go for it — what have you got to lose?!

Proactive policing strategies are believed to discourage more serious criminal activity, but
new research suggests that the opposite may be true.

The study, published in the journal Nature Human Behaviour, found evidence that cutting
back on proactive policing was linked to a reduction in crime in New York City.

“My interest in the topic follows from a broad curiosity about how laws are established,
enforced, and contested. My earlier research focused on the causes and consequences of some of
the most heinous forms of political repression, including massacres and torture,” study author
Christopher M. Sullivan of Louisiana State University explained.

“More recently, I’ve turned my attention to how order emerges in the aftermath of conflict.
As | began to think about why people obey the law, turning to study policing in New York seemed
like a logical, if somewhat tangential, next step.”

Proactive policing strategies include increased patrolling of communities and aggressive
enforcement of low-level violations. Proponents believe that the tactics deter more serious crimes
by signalling that the area is being monitored by law enforcement.
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The study examined New York Police Department crime data from 2013-2016. The
researchers found that public complaints of major crimes, including murder, rape, robbery, felony
assault, burglary, grand larceny and grand theft auto, declined by 3-6 percent during a 7-week halt
on proactive policing.

The 7-week halt occurred in late 2014 and early 2015, when NYPD held a work
“slowdown” in response to anti-police brutality protests following the death of Eric Garner.

“I would like the average person reading about this study to think about the results the next
time they hear someone suggest that more aggressive proactive policing can serve to reduce crime
in their neighborhood,” Sullivan told PsyPost.

“Our findings show that removing proactive policing reduced major crime complaints,
which suggests at a minimum that these policing tactics were not effectively deterring major
crime. They may actually make crime worse.”

The study raises doubts about the effectiveness of proactive policing, but it is not the final
word in the matter.

The study, “Evidence that curtailing proactive policing can reduce major crime®, was co-
authored by Zachary P. O’Keeffe.

What is Sociology?

Sociology is the study of how society is organized and how we experience life. It has been
taught in British universities since the very beginning of the twentieth century, first at the London
School of Economics and soon after at Liverpool University. These and other pioneering
departments did groundbreaking research in major social issues such as poverty (6exxocts) and
crime.

Sociology today is one of the most popular subjects. Many sociological ideas, such as
‘moral panic’ and charisma, are now in everyday use. But the questions sociology asks have lost
none of their challenge and excitement. Some of them are so important that we are still grappling
with them in new ways.

It was the sociology of deviance that proposed the startling idea that some forms of
punishment (nakazanue) make it more likely that people will commit further offences. Once
branded a criminal (mpectynuuk), they argued, it is very difficult to remake a successful life
within the law. This is exactly the point made by opponents of Anti-Social Behaviour Orders.

Do you wonder what fuels our apparent fixation with celebrity? Is it just gossip in a
modern form? Is it that it provides endless, easily obtained content for our multiplying
(mpeymuoskatormecsi) TV channels, newspaper pages and magazines? Could it be both? Or even
something much more profound about the class system of modern Britain? You may be already
thinking ‘But class doesn’t mean anything any more’. Are you sure? Why is the number of years
you can expect to live still associated with your occupation? What about the way that your gender,
religion, and ethnic background open up or close down opportunities in your life? What kinds of

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spiritual faith do people have in Britain today? And how far do the media affect how personal
lifestyle choices are viewed by wider society?

Sociology is not just about Britain. It also deals with global issues like the environment,
migration and 'globalization’ itself. How do these social changes affect people at every level of
their social life? Is it possible to be a true citizen of Europe or must you be British or French or
Polish? What if your parents came from Trinidad, Bangladesh or Wales? Which comes first? Or
are there other ways to look at identity? How important is the job that you do for your sense of self
and your future? Are national governments able to ensure that most people have a job and will be
supported with health and social care when they need it? Or are most government policies made
with the demands of vast transnational corporations in mind?

These are vital questions. If you become a sociology student you will not be provided with
quick answers. What you will discover is how to think about these issues (Bompocsl, mpoGiiemsi)
for yourself: what are the questions behind the questions? Generations of students have found that
sociology makes them look at the world in new ways and this is why so many of us who teach it
feel passionately about it — and why it is still pioneering after more than a hundred years.
